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Teacher Directions:
1. Select content from non-fiction reading materials.
2. Record statements from the selected material into the Anticipation Scale table.

3. Share the statements with students.

4. Ask students to indicate if they agree or disagree with the statements. Students use the scale to record their responses before they are assigned the reading material.
5. After reading the selected materials, have the students revisit their answers.

6. Student Reflection:  Students may decide to modify the original responses. The modification may be addressed through class discussions, group discussion,  journal writing, etc.

Hints for sharing the statements with students:

1. Project the electronic copy on a classroom screen. 
2. Create a transparency of the Anticipation Scale template, so statements can easily be recorded and changed with a Vis-a-V marker.
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
