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Think Aloud Cards

Think Aloud Cards focus students on specific strategies to improve comprehension. Once cards are created and placed on students’ desks, they offer a low-preparation strategy for differentiating instruction.
Teacher Directions:
1. Print and laminate a card for each student.

2. Place a card on each student’s desk.

3. Mark cards to address the individual needs of each student. 
4. Cards can be marked with tokens or Visa-a-V pens as the teacher monitors independent reading time.
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
