Vocabulary Sort
Review of vocabulary prepares students for performance tasks. Vocabulary Sort offers a low-preparation strategy for differentiating instruction.
Teacher Directions:
1. Print a sheet of vocabulary cards for each group of four students.

2. Instruct the students to sort the cards into three categories. 

3. As students discuss the vocabulary terms and methods of sorting, they are reviewing meanings or using resources to determine meanings.

OPTION 1:

Instruct the students to sort the terms in specific categories. For the example mathematics vocabulary cards,  three possible categories could be circles, quadrilaterals and triangles.    

OPTION 2:

Use twelve 3” X 5” index cards instead of printing selected terms. Instruct the students to select and record one math term on each card.
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
