Completing Your Process Paper
What is a process paper?


A process paper is a written description of no more than 500 words, explaining how you conducted your research and created and developed your entry. You must conclude your description with an explanation of the relationship of your topic to this year’s contest theme. A Process Paper is not needed for the paper category.)

Process paper is divided into these four sections:

First Section should explain how you chose your topic.

Second section should explain how you conducted your research.

Third section should explain how you selected your presentation category and created your project.

Fourth section should explain how your project relates to the NHD theme. 

Type your process paper using Times New Roman or Ariel and use 12 pt font size. Use the word count function on your computer to count the words in your process paper. Don’t exceed the 500 word maximum. Double space your paper. 

A title page is also required as the first page of your written material.(For all categories including the paper category.)  Your title page must include only the title of your entry, your name(s) and the contest division and category in which you are entering.  You may not place on your cover sheet, your school’s name or art work of any kind. (See example.)

(Do NOT add clip art or use an unusual font. Do NOT put your school’s name on this page. Use Times New Roman at 18 pts for your title and use 16 pts. For you name, division, and category.)
