Move from Broad to Narrow.

Example:

American Revolutionary War / The American Revolution (Broad)

Battle of Lexington and Concord (Narrow)

General Gage, Paul Revere, Minutemen,  (more narrow)

If you are planning on do a documentary or an exhibit, you must also do an image search to make sure your topic has enough images associated with it to do a project.  
Just write at the top of your working bibliography that you have done an image search and you found many images. (Make sure they are not the same image over and over again.)
