	Procedures
	Gather in computer lab if possible, if not use the AverKey to demonstrate how to access library card catalogs remotely.
1. Give out a copy of the handouts to the students.
2. Have the students follow you as you model accessing each library system. If  time permits, allow the students to start searching the catalogs for possible resources.

	Teacher Notes, Tips, Modifications, etc…
	This is a good lesson to help students uncover where they can locate research sources, BUT young students, ESOL students, or students that are not comfortable on a computer will slow the class down considerably. Pair them with another student that is more comfortable with the process. 
This homework assignment is best given over a weekend or given several days to complete.

I have asked for 25-30 sources to be listed in their “Working Bibliography” but this should be adjusted for grade level or to accommodate your student population. 
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
