	Procedures:


	1) Give students a copy of Completing Your Process Paper and a copy of the Process Paper from the NHD site that is best suited to your students. 
2) Read over the requirements for the process paper and cover sheet. 

3) Read to the class or have a student read it to class a copy of a process paper.

4) Clarify with the students by answering any questions they may have.

5) Give for homework the writing of the process paper and cover sheet. 

6) Collect and grade.

7) Students may also peer edit the process papers.

	Classroom Management:
