	Procedures:


	Whole Group: 

1) Give out Annotated Bibliography handout

2) Have students access their sample annotated bibliography so that they can see what their annotated bibliographies will look like.

3) Read over the handout with the students. 

4) Have them write an annotation using their bib. source cards and notes
5) Have students peer edit each other’s annotation to make sure it includes the necessary information.



	Teacher Notes, tips etc…
	Young students or students with language barriers or other difficulties will write very simplistic annotations. Gifted/Honors may write too much. They may find themselves writing much more than is necessary. The rule book states not to do this, but based on our experiences at NHD, more does not necessarily hurt, if it well done.  It is your call. 
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
