Students will hand in note cards on sources during source check points during the NHD project process.

Homework: After this lesson plan students will be ready to begin preliminary research using the questions they have developed.

1)The student should locate an encyclopedia article on his topic. (If he used the Internet, a copy of the article should be turned in.)

2)The student should make a bibliographic source card for the encyclopedia article.

3)Student should label note cards with his basic research questions from his graphic organizer. 

4) Using his encyclopedia article, the student will fill in as many answers as possible. 

Cards and copy of article should be turned in for review by the teacher.

1)Teacher will pass out a copy of the following to each student:

2) The students will make a Bibliographic source card for the World Book passage.
3) Students will label a note card for several of the basic research questions as the teacher does it on the overhead. Make sure they place the source number at the top of the card.

4) Students will be instructed to read the passage or the teacher can assign a reader from the class to read out loud.

5) Students will fill in the answers to each question. Remind them to summarize and be brief.

6) Model this on using the overhead projector using the transparencies.
