Rules for Taking Notes on Note Cards
1. Each source must have a 

bibliographic source card with

Its own number in the top right hand 

corner.

2. Each note card should come

from only one source.


3. Each note card should only 

answer one question. 


4. Post the question at the top of

the note card.

5. Your notes should be brief and 

should not take notes word-for- word unless you are copying a direct quote. Set off direct quotes in quotation marks. 

6. Include the page number
 from which the notes came in the bottom right hand corner. 

7. A new source requires a new

note card and remember a new

bibliographic source card.

8. Start a new card for every new
