When did the Battle of Lexington and Concord take place?





April 19, 1775
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Upper right hand corner place the source number. (This source number is the same as its bibliography card number.)


In the lower right hand corner place the page number where the information was found. If information came from an internet source, write INT. If it came from an interview, write INV. 


The top line of your card will have the question you are answering. 





Answers should not be in complete sentences.





Do not fill up card-these are brief notes-


Do NOT copy word-for-word! 


(Unless it is a quote you will use. Then place it in quotation marks.)





A note card should only come from one page in the source.





Make a bibliography source card for this source using the following 


Information. Don’t forget to place a source number in the right-hand corner and label it primary or secondary.  Also indicate it is an encyclopedia book source.





Use your MLA guide to make a proper citation.





“Revolutionary War in America” is the title of article.
