What Makes a Good NHD Topic?
The key to a good NHD project is a good NHD topic and goods sources. Today we are going to look at the process of finding a good topic.

 A good topic must: 
1. Fit this year’s theme.

2. Have enough sources available to do the needed research.

3. Must be at least 20 years old. (This is a history project!)

4. Must not be too broad. (The Civil War) 
5. Must not be too narrow you will not find information on it. 

6. Must be important in history 
7. interest you. (You will be working on it for a very long time!)

8. If the yearly theme has an “and” in it, it is a good idea to address both sections.

   Ex. “conflict and compromise” or “triumph and tragedy.”
9. If you want to do an exhibit or a documentary your topic must have lots of images connected with it.  (Usually, this means the topic came during or after the 1850’s, but this is not always the case.) 
 Use the brainstorming storming sheet provided to come up with as many topics as possible. Write next to your idea how it fits in with this year’s NHD theme.
