	Materials:

3.  An example of correct format of different types of bibliography cards at the front of the room.

	Scenario (description)
	The teacher will provide instruction on how to write a bibliography card for a book, a magazine article, an interview and an internet source. The students in the groups will use sources given to their group make a bibliography card for each source. Each student will do a different source.

The teacher will roam the room looking at the students work helping them understand the process. 

	Whole-Group Instruction:
