	Scenario (description)
	The teacher will provide instruction on how to make an outline from the note cards. (see Basic Research Questions Graphic Organizer.doc and Examples of a Note Card). 

The students in the groups will use their note cards and discuss the importance of their note cards and decide what group and order the note cards should be placed.

The teacher will roam the room looking at the students work helping them understand the process. 

	Whole-Group Instruction:
	The teacher will provide instruction for taking making an outline using a standard strategy. An example of a proper outline will be in the front of the class as an example.


	Group Assignments:
	Students will combine their note cards and by concensus decide which cards fall into a large group and which ones would be sub-catagories under the larger ones. Each student will complete an outline after the sorting. All students peer edit and provide feedback for each other.
