	Materials:
	1.  A short reading assignment
2.  note cards
3.  An example of correct format of a note card at the front of the room.

	Scenario (description)
	The teacher will provide instruction on how to read and take notes by asking questions about their topic and how to head a note card including source number and page number. (see Basic Research Questions Graphic Organizer.doc and Examples of a Note Card). 

The students in the groups will use a short reading assignment and discuss what notes are important and factual and make several note cards on the facts.

The teacher will roam the room looking at the students work helping them understand the process. 

	Whole-Group Instruction:
	The teacher will provide instruction for taking notes using a standard strategy. Read a paragraph where the students decide what questions are answered in the paragraph, and make a large note card to be as an example

 in front of the class.


	Group Assignments:
	Students will have a short reading assignment. Each student will complete one note card. All students peer edit and provide feedback for each other.

	Varied Assessment Tools:

	Assessment- teacher walks around the room watching students and making sure they are understanding how to make the note cards and provide immediate feedback.

	Notes:
Differentiation- Type, difficulty and length of the reading assignments will be assigned to groups after groups have been organized by reading levels
Groups consisting of struggling students will be given materials on their level. More time can be given.
Advanced groups will be allowed to bring in their own materials from which to take notes.
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
