Immediate Feedback Folders
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File folders are an easy way to develop immediate feedback materials for students.  Folders may be designed with specific content items that meet the needs of specific students. 

It is important that each folder be designed to include all necessary materials that the student will need to solve the given problems. Instructions should be written to enable the student to complete all steps in the folder without any assistance.

Steps
1. Standards Driven: Select the standards to be used at http://www.glc.k12.ga.us .Be sure to include these and the performance objectives in the folder.

2. Independent or small group: Include any directions that students will need to complete the task.

3. Materials: Provide all materials in the folder that will be needed OR include a  materials list in the directions.

4. Make the Directions easy to follow.

5. Consider laminating the pieces before assembling the folder.

Methods of Immediate Feedback for Folders

· Slots:

· Write the problems on the inside right of the open folder. Leave 2.5 inches down the right side.

· Write the instructions down the inside edge of the right of the open folder.

· Cut 2 slots side-by-side about 1.5 inches apart and 1 inch long. 
· Cut strips 3 inches long and just less than 1 inch wide. 
· Write the answers to the problems in the middle of the strip. 
· Slide the strip into the slots.

· Students slide the strip to 

view the answers.
· Flaps:

· Write the problems on the inside right of the open folder. Leave 2.5 inches down the right side.

· Write the instructions on the inside left of the open folder.

· Cut 2 inch squares.

· Write the answer to the problem on the back of a square.

· Crease the top of the square half an inch from the top.

· Glue the top portion of the square to the 
folder to the right of the problem.
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
