	Written Description:
	Students should write a fictional or personal narrative that contains an understandable plot, a clearly-described setting, and at least three clearly-defined characters.  

	Step-by-Step 
	1. Students write first draft of narrative and review with teacher for initial comments and suggestions.   
2. Student completes second draft and submits to writing partner for peer review focusing on plot, setting and characters. 

3. Student completes third draft and submits to teacher for grading.  

4. If grade is below 70, student must meet briefly with teacher to discuss grade, use the teacher’s comments to revise the essay, and resubmit.  

5. If grade is still below 70, the teacher will meet with student, contact parents to request specific parent monitoring of the next revision, and give student one more day to revise the narrative.
