Procedures

Entering the classroom:
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Students must demonstrate effective use of academic time even when entering the classroom. Students should know the regular routine for beginning class assignments as they enter the room. If class assignments are routinely posted, students will be able to begin work without having to be told to do so everyday. (Use  Flow Charts.)
At the beginning of the year, students will need encouragement to begin work on their own.  Giving group points those groups where everyone is on task or awarding individual tickets or points to be traded later are helpful in establishing the routine. Once this routine has started, students will demonstrate that they are responsible for their learning by beginning the class on their own.

Submitting Work:
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If students are given a specific procedure to follow that allows them to place their own paper in a specific place, they are more responsible and waste less time. Procedures will need to be in place that will keep several students from making this a race. One way is to establish the rule that no more than 2 people may be out of their seats at a time.
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This may seem like a simple task, but students may use this chore for an excuse at being off task on given assignments. Leave the trashcan by the door and require that students ONLY use it when entering or leaving the room. This method will surprisingly save quite a bit of academic time!
