Ticket-Out-The-Door

(quick informal assessment and verbal teacher commentary)

The Ticket-Out-the-Door is a quick informal assessment. This assessment method may be used with any discipline or subject matter.  The teacher should be sure students know exactly what activity must be used as their Ticket-Out-the-Door and should be allowed ample time to complete the work. 

There are 2 ways this method may be implemented.

1. A short easy-to-check assignment is used as Ticket-Out-the-Door. The Ticket-Out-the-Door is shown to the teacher as the students are leaving the classroom. Students who have correctly completed the assignments, receive a short teacher commentary and keep their papers (notebook section suggested). Those students who may need a little more help are quickly identified and return to their seats to complete incorrect responses or keep their papers for reteaching, grouping, or other assistance at a later date.  Be sure to communicate with any teachers who are affected if students are selected to remain for a few minutes to complete assignments. It is best to discuss schedule needs with the effected teachers prior to the Ticket-Out-the-Door day. Team teachers can easily trade student times when prior arrangements are made. 
2. A lengthy assignment is used for the Ticket-Out-the-Door. The Tickets are collected as the students leave. The assignment will be evaluated later. This method of collection is used to be sure that all students submit the assignment and no one forgets and takes the paper with them.
