· Interviews are held with the twelve (12) selected project participants at the Columbus Science and Engineering Regional Fair. Students that are not present to explain and defend projects are severely penalized in the judging process, following the Georgia State Fair model.
· The Registration Form for the CRSEF must be completed and attached, as the Cover Page, to state-required forms. 

· January 11, 2008 (5:00 p.m.) is the deadline for each entry to submit Registration Forms and COPIES of appropriate state-required forms to the CRSEF Review Committee. · The Schedule of Events is provided to share with students selected to compete at the Columbus Regional Science and Engineering Fair. Important competition dates and times are included.
